You've seen
terms like “world class learning facil-
ity, “ and “ learning centre of excel-
lence.” But what will this facility truly
look like? The project is the brain-
child of Missionary Christine Logan,
a retired educator who has dedicated
her life to mentoring God'’s people in
and outside of the classroom. De-
scribed as a lifelong dream, the ACA
will be a childcare learning facility
committed to providing a secure en-
vironment for the emotional, intellec-
tual, social and physical care of chil-
dren.

EDUCATIONAL PROGRAMMES
Students will benefit from the guid-
ance and skilled care while enjoying
interaction with children of the same
age. A wide variety of toys, com-
puters, equipment and activities will
be offered to stimulate exploration
and development.

The agency'’s curriculum is designed
to produce DESIRABLE OUT-
COMES which equip children for en-
tering the public and/or private edu-
cation system.

Following are the six core educa-
tional objectives of Antioch Christian
Academy:

1. Language, literacy and communi-
cation skills

2. Personal social and spiritual de-
velopment

3. Whole academic and computer
development

4. Knowledge and understanding of
the world

5. Physical development

6. Creative development.

The learning process will include an
individual, written educational as-

sessment designed to monitor de-
velopment of the children. The
Quarterly Open House will provide
parents and providers an opportu-
nity to review and assess estab-
lished learning goals for each child.

LOCATION

The ACA will be located within the
Antioch COGIC building.

OPERATIONS

ACA will be open fifty two (52)
weeks a year, Monday through Fri-
day from 6:00 a.m. — 6:00 p.m.
While part time slots will be avail-
able, priority will be given to full-time
applicants. A waiting list will be pro-
vided as needed to accommodate
enrollment requests.

Enrollment will be offered to chil-
dren 6 months- 5 years. Spanish
language services will be provided
wherever practicable.

Parents will be encouraged to visit
the agency, especially during the
first few weeks of their child’s enroll-
ment. There will be an established
routine in each class with posted
activity boards. Each child will be
assigned a "key caregiver', a mem-
ber of staff who will be particularly
responsible for the child's individual
needs.

Nutritious, well balanced meals will
be cooked onsite and mid-morning
and afternoon snacks will also be
provided, making it unnecessary for
parents to bring extra food to the
agency.

The facility
will also
accommo-

date vege-
tarian and other special dietary
needs as applicable.

STAFFING

The facility will be staffed in accor-
dance with State of Arizona regula-
tions. Instruction and care will be
provided by Certified Teachers and
Aides. Staffing ratios will exceed
state standards with ratios of staff to
children are as follows:

Infants- 1 Teacher and 1 aide to
4 infants

Toddlers 1 and 2 years - 1
Teacher and 1 aide to 5 tod-
dlers

Children 3-5 years - 1 Teacher
and 1 aide to 7 Children

HEALTH AND SAFETY

The children's health and safety will
be paramount at all times. The fa-
cility will be equipped with high sur-
veillance and security technology.

THE VISION

The ACA will be a world class learn-
ing facility that provides innovative
programming, efficient operations,
dynamic personnel and redefines
the lives of the students and their
families. The ACA will be an afford-
able facility which addresses market
demands in an underserved com-
munity. So, now you know what a
“learning centre of excellence” looks
like. What is the value of such a
facility? “In order to change the
world, you must first change the
community,” says Missionary
Logan.
